On April 26, 2010, plaintiff dismissed the first and second causes of action with prejudice. 

The Cowt now ORDERS, ADNDGES, AND DECREES: 

1. Pursuant to Business and Professions Code Sections 17203 und 17204 and Revenue 

and Ta..'Cation Code section 301 O1.7(f). defendant, including any sole proprietorship or entity 

controlled by him, is -permanently enjoilled from engaging in unfair compel it ion in violation of 

Revenue and Taxolion Code Section 30tOl.7, and Business and Professions Code Seclions 22963 

and 17200, and is specifically enjoined from engaging in the following type~ ofacts or practices: 

(a) Failure to either pay cigarette taxes or notify California purchasers oftneir cigarette tax 

obligatiotls by putting (he notice specified in Revenuc and Taxation Code sectioll JOI 0 1.7(d) on the outside 

of the cig~rette shipping container for fhose cigoreUcs delivered to Califomia purchasers; 

(b) Failu re to place a telephone call 10 Cnlifornia purchasers after 5 p.Ln. to verify tlle salo, 

prior to shipping the cigarettes or o(her tobacco products, in violation of Busi ness Dlld Profess ions Code 

,ectlon 1296,(b)(,); and 

(c) FllilLlre to impose a two·cUton minimum on each cigarette sale to It California purchaser. 

as required by Business ilnd Professions Code Section 2296J(b)(2). 

2. Defendant shall pay civil penalrics to plaintiffBS follows: $1 0,000 on the third cause 

of action; $100,000 on the fourtll cause of action; and 520,000 on the fitlh cause of action; or a total 

ofSI30,DDD. 

,. Th~ court retains jurisdiction for the purpose of implemelllin~ and enforcine this 

Final Judgmellt.
